WHERE DID THE NAME ISRAEL COME FROM? 

In all walks of life, Christian and non Christian alike, people have the as-
sumed belief that the chosen people of God is still the physical nation of 
Israel located in the Middle East. The truth is, Israel is the name of God’s 
chosen people.  

The first time we hear of ISRAEL is when the name  was given by God to 
Jacob in Genesis 32:28, where it says, "…Thy name shall be called no more 
Jacob, but Israel: for as a prince hast thou power with God and with men, 
and hast prevailed." So we see here that Israel itself means “one who has 
power  with God and with men and has prevailed.”  All throughout scripture 
we find that those who have faith in Jesus Christ are the ones that prevail. 
God’s promises to the physical nation of Israel were based on the condition 
of her continued faith. It was long prophesied that others would inherit the 
promises. We find in Hosea 2:23 the Lord states, “…I will sow her unto 
me in the earth; and I will have mercy upon her that had not obtained mercy; 
and I will say to them which were not my people, Thou art my people; and 
they shall say, Thou art my God.” 

Later in Acts 13:46 we see that regarding the Kingdom of God, it was taken 
from physical Israel “…It was necessary that the word of God should first 
have been spoken to you: but seeing ye put it from you, and judge your-
selves unworthy of everlasting life, lo, we turn to the Gentiles.”  

In Romans 2:28,29 we learn that, “…he is not a Jew, which is one out-
wardly; neither is that circumcision, which is outward in the flesh: But he is 
a Jew, which is one inwardly; and circumcision is that of the heart, in the 
spirit, and not in the letter; whose praise is not of men, but of God. “ 

A few chapters later in Romans 9:6-8 it says that, “…they are not all   
Israel, which are of Israel: Neither, because they are the seed of Abraham, 
are they all children: but, In Isaac shall thy seed be called. That is, They 
which are the children of the flesh, these are not the children of God: but 
the  children of the promise are counted for the seed.”
